2025 (date to be determined). This is a temporary position as the successful applicant will have the 

opportunity to work alongside our Superintendent and assume that role on his retirement at the end of 

2026. 

 

We are looking for a person with at least 3-4 years’ experience in a golf course managerial or senior 

position with the ambition and expertise to assume the leading role of Superintendent. The successful 

applicant will have strong leadership, organizational and communication skills to manage the 

department and interact with the Board of Directors, the Head Golf Professional and our Office 

Managers. Requisites include extensive knowledge of turfgrass management with a Degree or Diploma 

in Turf Management, Agronomy or related field. A BC Pesticide Applicators License will also be required. 

 

Initial compensation includes a salary of $60,000 - $70,000 (depending on experience and qualifications), 

benefit package including extended medical and dental plan, 3 weeks’ vacation, cell phone and mileage 

reimbursement as well as full playing privileges and Pro Shop discounts. Association dues (CGSA & 

BCGSA) and professional development benefits are also included. Assistance with relocation expenses 

may be considered. The compensation package will be re-negotiated once the applicant assumes the 

Superintendents position in 2027. 

 

Mt Brenton GC established in 1948 is a semi-private 18 hole course located in the seaside town of 

Chemainus also known for its large murals spread throughout the town and its historic logging industry. 

Situated in the heart of the Cowichan Valley, known as ‘The Warm Land’ due to its temperate climate, 

an extensive drainage system and upgraded irrigation system all afford excellent year round playability. 

With close to 500 playing members and many visitors this makes Mt Brenton one of the busiest courses
